       CONFERENCE JULY 2002 

1.  The purpose of this letter is to announce the date and time for the next FMP Policy Implementation Conference.  The FMP Policy Implementation Conference will be held 16-18 July 2002, at the Hyatt Fair Lakes, 12777 Fair Lakes Circle, Fairfax, Va. The conference is jointly sponsored by OPNAV N43 and NAVSEA 04M and is designed to identify FMP customer requirements, improve FMP processes and practices and standardize FMP policy implementation for all FMP users.

2.  All activities involved in the FMP are encouraged to send representatives to this conference. 3.  A pre-conference preparation meeting is scheduled for 15 July 2002 from 1300-1530 at the Hyatt Fair Lakes Commonwealth Ballroom Section A. Request all Executive Steering Committee members, Subcommittee Chairs, Co-chairs and Working Group Leaders attend.
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4.  On the first day of the conference, during the open session, the Chair of each Subcommittee will provide a high level briefing to all attendees addressing the status of their respective FMP strategic goals.   Briefs are to be developed by using the ‘New Process’ briefing format previously established and currently resident on the FMP website.  Each individual action item will not be briefed in the open session, but will be discussed during the appropriate Subcommittee meetings.

5.  A conference registration fee, in the amount of $50.00 per person, is required when registering at the conference on 16 July 2002.  To be reimbursed for this expense, attendees should include this requirement on their travel orders or submit documentation to be paid from the miscellaneous or local travel funds when the person is on local travel.
