Discussions were held regarding how comments to update the "Principals of Naval Logistics course - Chapter 25 - FMP " should be handled. It was agreed that since the course is based upon the FMP Manual and policy that comments should not be provided as the FMP Manual is being re-written. It was also suggested that the subcommittee ask the ESC what the plan is for the FMP manual.
