Minutes -  Material Working Group Meeting on June 20/21 2000 in Washington DC

1. Rick Dennett from DSCC-MC discussed the background of the DLA Memorandum of Agreement (MOA).  One of the important features of the MOA is that DLA has agreed to change the AAC on some items from J to Z.  It was suggested the MOA should be between the FMP Conference Material Working Group and DLA, not between the Industrial Forecasting Support Group (IFSG) and DLA.  The MOA is being re-written to reflect this change.

2. We discussed that other activities are needed on the Material Working Group, such as NSAs and Naval Shipyards.  We decided to continue inviting other activities and hope they will be able to attend in the future.

3. Jacque Reavis of PEO TSC questioned if there should be a certification of material availability before a  SHIPALT is programmed for an availability.  Jackie will do some more research and draft a proposal for discussion at the next sub-committee meeting.

4. Pat Schwarz of NAVICP presented an update on NAVICP.

a. NAVICP’s  total SHIPALT Forecast   is now at a new financial low (many former NAVICP items are now managed by DLA ICPs)

b. NAVICP planned program requirements (PPR) will be purchased, even if the AAC is J.  DLA waits to purchase J coded material until an actual requisition is dropped.

c. If an item is coded terminal and is still needed, talk to Pat and she’ll try to work with you on it.

5.     Mary McDonough from Supship Bath asked about the status of the DHA system fix.  John Mason will          check and report back at the next meeting.

6. All working group members should review and comment on the FMPMIS Logistics Managing Material Requirements Document by June 30.  Please send copies of the comments to Mary McDonough.

7. Rick Dennett will attempt to get an email list of supply officers to email them info about WEBCATS.  Also, it was suggested John  Mason should contact the storekeeper  “A” school and supply officer school to include a short brief on WEBCATS for each class.

8. If anyone has a unit of issue problem or other DLA problems, please email them to Rick Dennett or Alicia Ingber of DSCP before the next working group meeting so they can research the problem.
