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Management Information System (FMPMIS)
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1.0 Introduction

Managing Alterations in NDE-FMP database allows users to add or propose new alterations, edit the data in an existing alteration, apply an alteration to ships in a class, spread appropriate data to applicable ships, program certain alterations, and revise an alteration. 

Managing Alterations is divided into three focal areas: Generic Alteration Information, Programming (Title D and AER only), and Proposed Alterations. 

This information provides an overview of the logistical elements of getting an Alteration properly installed on a ship. Though adding an Alteration or an Alteration Increment makes up the largest part of Generic Alteration information, BOME, a detailed description of the Alteration, viewing which ships are programmed for an alteration, and Copying Data to Other Ships are also found within this area.

2.0 Purpose

The purpose of this document is to outline the requirements, data formats and business rules within NDE-FMP for Managing Alteration Information.

4.1 Creating a Generic Alteration

Introduction

This section outlines the process of creating a Generic Alteration in the FMPMIS database. SPMs, Tycoms, and the CPD can add new Alterations to the database through the normal FMP process.  Once the Alteration is added to the database, it is assigned to ships, tracked, modified and eventually implemented.  The Alteration type, creator and ship or ships it was designed for dictate the user’s view and update capabilities.

The SPMs/TYCOMs can delegate this function to another activity (i.e. PCVs) however, the SPMs/TYCOMs are ultimately responsible for this function.

Security Roles

Authorized updaters/users should only see ships under their cognizance.

Listed here are the current security roles requiring some degree of Select/Insert/Update ability in the NDE-FMP database for creating a Generic Alteration: 

· PCV
(formerly PERA CV) - now Carrier Planning Department (SSNN C/1821)
· SPM 
Ship's program manager

· TYC 
Type commander

Business Rules 

1. A SPM or PCV role can create any official Alteration type.  A TYC role can only create an official ER (alteration equivalent to repair) Alt type.

2. SPMS, TYC & PCV roles can create any PROPOSED alteration type.

3. Title E Alts can only be an ER (alteration equivalent to repair) Alt type, conversely an Alt type of ER can only be a Title E Alt.

a. For all ER Alt types, the Alteration Development Status (ALT_DEV_STAT) must be E which indicate AER approved. 

b. The ALT_DEV_STAT code can not be an 'E' for any other ALT_TYPE.

4. A newly created Alt must be made applicable to at least one ship before it can be posted to the database.

5. The following data elements are mandatory and must be completed when creating a new Generic Alteration.  Data element names indicated with an '*' will initially contain system generated default information.  The updater is required to verify the accuracy.

Note\Comments:

1. The Copy Alt to Other Carriers button is only visible to the PCV security role and to SPMs responsible for Carriers managed by the PMS312 Program Office.

User Interface for Creating a Generic Alteration

a. To create a Generic Alteration, the user begins the process by first identifying the Type of Alteration and entering a Class from the pull down lists in the search boxes.  (See View 1)

1) The system responds by displaying all current applicable Alterations for that Class in the data grid.
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Once the Class has been identified, the user clicks on the New Alt button.  A window pops up as shown below requiring the user to assign an Alteration number

Notes\comments:

1. A number up to 5 digits is required to be entered.

2. System does a validation search to ensure the new number is unique.
3. System automatically applies leading zeroes if less than 5 digits entered.
c. Mandatory Screen.  After applying a unique number the user is then presented with the following page to record required information.

Notes\comments:

1. Note the fields with information supplied.  The information is automatically applied by the application.

a. The user is to verify the accuracy of the displayed information.
2. The blank fields (Brief, IBOM and Title) MUST be completed before the 'POST' button can be selected.
a. The IBOM and Title fields have 'Look-up Tables' for viewing by the user to determine the proper values to apply.
b. Look-up Tables are accessed by clicking the right mouse button.
3. The user can switch back and forth between the 'Mandatory' and 'Additional' tabs before 'Posting' the new Alteration.  (See the next paragraph for the 'Additional' input screen).

a. However, the user CAN NOT 'Post' from the 'Additional' input screen, unless the 'Brief, IBOM and Title' fields on the 'Mandatory' input screen have been completed.
4. Once the new Alteration is 'Posted', the 'Remarks' and 'Revision' submodules will become available.

d. Additional Screen.  The following is an example of the Additional page that is presented to the user after applying a unique generic Alteration number.  By default the user is presented with the Mandatory page (identified in View 3) first.

Notes\Comments:

1. Note the fields with information supplied.  The information is automatically applied by the system application.

a. The user is to verify the accuracy of the displayed information.

2. The user can get by without applying any information in the blank fields or even viewing this page before 'POSTing' the new alteration.

e. Set Applicables for New Alt.  After the new Generic Alteration has been created and posted to the database, the user must apply it to at least one ship.  The following window appears for users to select from a list of appropriate ships.

Notes\Comments:

1. All ships within the Class, that the new ALT is being created for, will be listed for the user to select from.

2. The new ALT must be made 'applicable' to at least one ship within the class.

3. Failure to do so will result in receiving the following error message.

4. After making at least one ship 'applicable' and subsequently posting, the following advisory notice is issued.

f. Remarks Screen.  After the new generic Alteration is made Applicable to a ship and has been posted to the database, the user is then automatically presented with the following data screen.
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Please see Table 4 - for detailed information on data elements utilized for the Remarks page when creating a new generic Alteration.

Notes\Comments:

1. At this point, the user is now committed to 'POSTing' the new Alteration to the database.

2. It is an ABSOLUTE MUST to make entries in the ALT DESC and ALT PURPOSE fields.
a. The user can not CLEAR, CLOSE, cancel or switch to other Tabs until the mandatory fields are completed AND has been 'Posted'.
3. Once an entry has been made, the DATE OF LAST CHANGE field will automatically be filled in with the current date.

4. Prior to 'Clearing' or 'Closing', the user has the opportunity to review the 'Revisions' input screen in necessary, which is displayed as follows.

g. Revision Screen.  Normally there isn't a need to make any changes to this screen when creating a new generic Alteration.

Notes\Comments:

1. Generally when creating a new Alteration, the original SAR is used, thus there is no revision date information at that time.

2. While the SAR REV DATE and the ALT DEV STAT are checked as being mandatory, the 'POSTing' of the new Alteration can be accomplished without inputting any data.

3. There must be a date in the SAR APP DT on the ADDITIONAL page before selecting NEW REVISION.

h. After all required information is provided and the new Alteration is POSTed, the following advisory is issued.

General system/application requirements and/or redevelopment enhancements/fixes

a. Redevelopment:  The current security role of 'PCV' (formerly known as Pera CV) should be identified as CPD (Carrier Department).

4.2 Update a Generic Alteration

Introduction

When a user changes any information of an Alteration, the database is considered updated. When an Alteration is applied to or removed from a ship, the Alteration is also considered updated. 

There are multiple functions and screens which allow the user to edit/update Generic Alteration information.  For example, a user may return to an Alteration later to update Manday requirements, or change the ICANC code; make the Alteration applicable to another ship within a class, etc.  These are all considered database Updates.  The information is not changed or inserted into the database until posted by the user.

Security Roles

Listed here are the current security roles requiring some degree of Select/Insert/Update ability in the NDE-FMP database for archiving a Generic Alteration: 

· PCV
(formerly PERA CV) - now Carrier Planning Department
· SPM 
Ship's program manager

· TYC 
Type commander

Business Rules 

1. Only a SPM or a PCV role functioning as a SPM can mark an Alt complete (C).

2. AIT_CAP_FLAG (Alteration Installation Team Capable Flag)

a. If the flag is 'Y', then the COST_EST_AIT (Cost Estimate Alteration Installation Team), PLN_MD_AIT (Planning mandays Alteration Installation Team) and INS_MD_AIT (Installation mandays Alteration Installation Team) data fields must contain entries.

3. ALT_DEV_STAT (Alteration Development Status)

a. Only an ER type alteration can have code of 'E'.
4. CAT_CODE (Alteration Category Code)
a. Cannot be '1' if both the SAFETY_ALT_FLAG and the MANDAT_ALT_FLAG are 'N'.

b. Must be '1' if the MANDAT ALT FLAG is 'Y'.

c. Can be 1 or 2 if the SAFETY ALT FLAG is Y and the MANDAT ALT FLAG is N.

5. IBOM (Bill of Material Indicator Code)

a. Before changing the IBOM to 8, there must be no material on the active ships.

b. Changing the IBOM for the Generic Alteration will automatically spread to the IBOM data field for all ships that have been made applicable to the Alteration.

6. ICANC (SHIPALT Cancellation Indicator Code) for the Generic Alteration

a. For Title D and F Alts, the PRI_LANT (Priority Atlantic Fleet) and the PRI_PAC (Priority Pacific Fleet) data fields must match prior to changing the ICANC.

7. MANDAT_ALT_FLAG (Mandated Alteration Flag)

a. If the flag is 'Y' then the CAT CODE must have a value of '1' and the MANDAT_ACTY field must contain an entry identifying the activity.

8. MIL_TECH_IND (Military Technical Indicator)
a. Must be either a 'M' or 'T'
9. SAFETY_ALT_FLAG  (Safety Alteration Flag)

a. If the flag is 'Y' then both the SAFETY_PROB_CODE and the SAFETY_SEV_CODE field must contain a value.

b. If the flag is 'Y' and the MANDAT_ALT_FLAG is 'N', then the CAT_CODE must be 1 or 2.

10. SAFETY_PROB_CODE (Safety Probability Code)
a. If the data field contains an entry then the SAFETY SEV CODE data field must also contain an entry.
11. SAFETY_SEV_CODE (Safety Severity Code)
a. If the data field contains an entry then the SAFETY_PROB_CODE data field must also contain an entry.
12. SAFETY_RISK_CODE
a. This is a system generated code based on the entries contained in the SAFETY_PROB_CODE and SAFETY_SEV_CODE data fields.
13. SCDS_IMPACT_DESC (Ship's Critical Distributive System Impact Flag)

a. If the flag is 'Y' then the SCDS_IMPACT_DESC data field must be completed.

14. SID_STAT_CODE (SHIPALT Installation Drawing Status Code)

a. If the data field is blank or contains a 'N', then the SID STAT DATE must be blank as well.

b. Otherwise, if the data field contains a value other than 'N' or blank, a valid date is required for the SID STAT DATE.

15. SID_STAT_DATE (SHIPALT Installation Drawing State Date)

a. Must contain a valid date if the SID_STAT_CODE contains a value other than 'N' or is not blank.

16. SP_AER_NUM (Surf Pac AER Number)
a. This is for SURFPAC use only.
17. WC_CODE (Work Center Code).  Four character field.  The last two digits must match the ALT_TYPE.

18. WT_MT_IMPACT_FLAG (Weight & Moment Impact Flag)
a. If the flag is 'Y', then both the EST_CHG_MT and EST_CHG_WT data fields must contain an entry.

Data Formats

Note\Comments:

1. At a minimum, the user must select a CLASS before proceeding any further.

2. The application responds by listing all ALTs that are applicable to the selected Class.
3. For most roles, the 'Copy ALT to other Carriers' will not be visible.
a. This option is only available for the PCV security role and to SPMs responsible for Carriers managed by the PMS312 program office.
4. The user can progressively narrow the scope of displayed records in the data grid by providing a specific Alt_Num and Alt_Inc.
5. When updating/reviewing, the user can either ‘scroll to’ or enter the specific ALT number.
6. The 'Rewind Search' push button results in backing up one level each time it is selected.

User Interface for Updating a Generic Alteration

a. There are multiple functions and screens which allow the user to edit/update Generic Alteration information.  The following addresses specific functions and screens available to the user, once a Class and a specific Alteration has been identified.:

b. Mandatory Page.

1) The user is required to verify the accuracy of the information displayed on this page and make any changes necessary.

a) Any changes to this page must be POSTed in order to record the new information to the database.

2) This page has additional functions providing the user with the ability to Spread (copy) changes made to Mandays information contained in the Generic Alteration to those Ships that had previously been made Applicable for the original Generic Alteration or various other information to a different Alteration.  These functions are discussed are discussed in Section 4.2.4 through 4.2.5.

c. Additional Page.

1. The data in the P1 field is determined by the material that is loaded on the Bill of Material (BOM) for the Alteration.

2. Selecting the New Revision option will result in the system automatically completing all fields except for the Alt Dev Stat field.  The updater must verify the accuracy.  On POSTing the following advisory is displayed.

3. Selecting the Override Revision option will result in the system automatically deleting all revision information in the database for the alteration and displaying the following advisory.

4.2.1. Set Applicable Ships.

Purpose

This option is used for applying an existing Alteration in the database to a particular ship within the Class that DOES NOT currently have the Alteration applied to it, or a ship that has been previously made applicable can be made Non Applicable.  Generally, when an Alteration is first created and added to the database, that process would have established which ships were applicable for the Alteration.  However, on occasions there may be a need to make other ships applicable, and rather than enter the data separately for each ship, NDE-FMP will allow users to copy Alteration information to other ships.

User Interface for Setting Applicable Ships.

a. The updater begins the process by identifying both the class and the Alteration as shown in View 1.  

b. Once the specific Alteration is identified and the Set Applicable Ships option is selected, a window similar to the following is displayed.

Notes\comments:

1. Once posted, the change is added to the database a warning advisory as shown in View  19 is displayed.

2. While the current advisory states a revision to the SAR is necessary, the user is then returned to the search screen after acknowledging.

4.2.2. Copy Alt to Other Carriers

Purpose

This function is available only to those Security Roles  who are responsible for managing Alterations applicable to the Aircraft Carrier class.  Each Carrier is treated as a Class in of itself.  The functionality of this option is essentially the same as Set Applicable Ships as described above.

User Interface for Setting Applicable Ships.

a. The updater begins the process by identifying both the class and the Alteration as shown in View 1.  

b. Once the specific Alteration is identifed and the Copy Alt to Other Carriers option is selected, a window similar to the following is displayed.
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Essentially the same as Set applicable ships

4.2.3. Adding a Generic Alteration Increment

Purpose

When an Alteration requires more time or money than a single Availability  or funding permits, an Alteration Increment can be used to schedule an additional Availability to complete the Alteration. This document outlines the requirements for the process of adding an Alteration Increment in NDE-FMP.

User Interface for Adding a Alteration Incement.

a. The updater begins the process by identifying both the class and the Alteration as shown in View 1..
b. Once the alteration requiring another increment is identified and the New Inc option is selected, the following advisory is issued:

c. After acknowledging, then the following screen is displayed.

d. After posting, two new increments are created for the ship/s affected.  All other ships not made applicable remain at the base increment.

e. Selecting the Close option without Posting will result in the following notice being displayed

Selecting Yes will result in another advisory as shown in View 24.

Selecting No or Cancel results in being returned to View 22.

4.2.4. Spread Mandays, IM to Ships.

Purpose

If the Industrial Manday and/or Incidental Materials (IM) data is changed on the base Generic Alteration, those changes can be subsequently copied to revise the Industrial Manday and/or Incidental Material data on that Alteration on selected applicable ships.  

User Interface for Spreading Mandays, IM to Ships.

a. The updater begins the process by identifying both the class and the Alteration as shown in View 1 and then proceeds to the Mandatory page (View 3) for the selected Alteration.
b. After making the applicable changes and then selecting the Spread Mandays, IM to Ships option, the following window is then displayed.

1. An ALT must be applicable to at least one ship before the mandays and IM information can be 'SPREAD'.

2. If other ships not listed are 'targeted', then those ships must first be set applicable.

3. The IM, INS_MD_INDL and PLN_MD_INDL information can be seen on the Mandatory Page (View 3).

4. The INS_MD_AIT and PLN_MD_AIT information can be seen on the Additional Page (View 4).
5. After POSTing, user is returned to the MANDATORY screen
4.2.5. Spread Other data to Ships.

Purpose

If other mandatory data (not Mandays) is changed on the base Generic Alteration, those changes can be subsequently copied to revise the data on that Alteration on selected applicable ships.

User Interface for Spreading Other data to Ships.

a. The updater begins the process by identifying both the class and the Alteration as shown in View 1 and then proceeds to the Mandatory page (View 3) for the selected Alteration.

b. After making the applicable changes and then selecting the Spread Other data to Ships option, the following window is then displayed.

Notes\comments:

1. An ALT MUST be applicable to at least one ship before the Other data information can be 'SPREAD'.

2. If other ships not listed are 'targeted', then those ships must first be set applicable.

3. The ALT_P1 comes from the Additional Page (View 4) and the rest from the Mandatory page (View 3).
4. After POSTing, user is returned to the MANDATORY screen
4.2.6. Spread data to Other Alterations.

Purpose

Selected data values on an identified Generic Alteration can replace the data values of other selected Generic Alterations. 

User Interface for Spreading data to Other Alterations.

a. The updater begins the process by identifying both the class and the Alteration as shown in View 1 and then proceeds to the Mandatory page (View 3) for the selected Alteration.

b. After making the applicable changes and then selecting the Spread data to Other Alterations option, the following window is then displayed.

Notes\comments:

1. The user can be selective or very creative in which fields to copy down.

2. The process begins by highlighting the available fields in the upper section and moving them to the selected fields in the middle section.

3. Then a destination Alt_Num must be selected.

4. If the user is satisfied with the selection/s, then the POST button is selected to make the appropriate changes in the targeted Alteration.

General system/application requirements and redevelopment enhancements/fixes.

Enhancement:  If a ship is removed from an applicable status using the 'Set Applicable Ships' function (Sections 4.2.1 and 4.2.2) the system should automatically change the ALT_STATUS_CODE to 'N'.

Enhancement:  Carrier representatives at the validation/adjudication meeting recommended that the Remarks page information be included when selecting the 'Copy Alt to other Carrier' function.

Discussion:  Set Applicable Ships.  (Steve Hamill input - This is a real problem, a lot of alts have been entered as applicable to one hull, when in fact they are applicable to all hulls.  Current FMPMIS procedures do not display the alt for any ship except those marked Applicable when originally entered, the other hulls never are associated with the alt number.  same problem with increments.)
Discussion:  Validation meeting participants questioned the need for the Warning Advisory (View 19)

Fix:  Carrier personnel indicate that the Copy Alt to other Ships does not copy all information.

4.3 Archive An Alteration

Introduction

Alterations are not deleted from the database.  All Alts are stored in the database in the ALT table.  The SHIPALT Cancellation Indicator Code (ICANC) indicates the status of an Alteration.  Active Alts have an ICANC of 0, all other ICANCs are inactive, canceled, or superseded.  As well, the Alteration Status Code (ALT_STAT_CODE) in the ALT_SHIP table indicates the status of that particular alteration’s progress on that ship.

Listed here are the current security roles requiring some degree of Select/Insert/Update ability in the NDE-FMP database for archiving a Generic Alteration: 

· PCV
(formerly PERA CV) - now Carrier Planning Department (SSNN C/1821)
· SPM 
Ship's program manager

· TYC 
Type commander

Notes\comments:

1. This is the only screen that is necessary to 'Archive' an Alteration.

2. Any change to the ICANC code on this page will result in the code being identically change for all ships that had previously been made applicable.

User Interface 

a. The user begins the process by first identifying and selecting the Alt on the Manage Alts screen, Generic Alteration Information tab in the FMPMIS application.

b. Prior to actually changing the ICANC code, the user should review the status of the identified Alt on each ship that it was made Applicable previously.

c. The ICANC field on the Mandatory page indicates the current status of the Alteration.  An ICANC of '0' indicates an active Alt.  All other ICANCs will indicate an inactive, cancelled or superseded Alteration. Please see the ICANC_LIB table on page xx for a complete description of ICANC codes.

1) The ALT_STAT_CODE also holds information about the status of the identified Alteration for each ship within the Class. 4.4 Programming a Generic Alteration

f) 'R' - Reported Complete (ILS not verified) 

2) If the original value is 'A', then the new value can only be changed to 'C', 'E', 'N' or 'R'.

3) If the original value is 'B', then the new value can only be changed to 'C', 'E' or 'R'.

4) If the original value is 'N', then the new value can only be changed to 'A', 'C', 'E' or 'R'.

5) If the original value is 'C', 'E', or 'R', and the AVL_FY data field is blank, then the new value can only be change to 'A' or 'N'

6) If the original value is 'C', 'E', or 'R', and the AVL_FY data field contains an entry, then the new value can only be change to 'B'.

7) If the date in the AVL_FY data field is greater than the current FY, then the status can not be change to 'C', 'E' or 'R'.'

3. COST_AIT (Cost, Alteration Installation Team) for a Ship

a. This data field can not be updated if the entry in BUD_PHS_AVL (Budget Phase Availability) data field for title 'K' or 'P' Ship Alts is missing the letter 'A'.

4. IBOM (Bill of Material Indicator Code)

a. Before changing the IBOM to 8, there must be no material on the active ships.

b. Changing the IBOM for the Generic Alteration will automatically spread to the IBOM data field for all ships that have been made applicable to the Alteration.

5. ICANC (SHIPALT Cancellation Indicator Code) for the Ship

a. Should be greater than zero when the ALT_STAT_CODE is 'N'.

b. Should be zero when the ALT_STAT_CODE is 'A' or 'B'.

6. IM (Incidental Material cost) for a Ship

a. This data field can not be updated if the entry in BUD_PHS_AVL (Budget Phase Availability) data field for title 'K' or 'P' Ship Alts is missing the letter 'A'.

7. INS_MD_AIT (Installation mandays Alteration Installation Team) ) for a Ship

a. This data field can not be updated if the entry in BUD_PHS_AVL (Budget Phase Availability) data field for title 'K' or 'P' Ship Alts is missing the letter 'A'.

8. INS_MD_INDL (Installation mandays Industrial) ) for a Ship

a. The value in this data field must be greater than '0'.

9. PLN_MD_AIT (Planning mandays Alteration Installation Team) ) for a Ship

At this stage the Alteration needs to go through various financial and logistical reviews before it is entered into FMPMIS.  After these reviews, the SPMs are responsible for the final review and approval of the JCF.

Organizations needing prompt attention to proposed alterations can add them here to the FMPMIS Proposed Alteration program and communicate information about them via an e-mail program. 

Security Roles

Business Rules

The following are primary Business Rules for managing Proposed Alterations.

1. SPMs, TYC and PCV roles can create any PROPOSED Alteration type.

2. Only a SPM security role can approve a Proposed Alteration.

3. Security roles other than SPM can disapprove only their Proposed Alteration.

4. A disapproved reason (DISAPP_REASON) is required when the AR_SPM_ACTION_STAT_CODE is ‘D’.

5. The Alt Brief and Alt Purpose must be filled in prior to POSTing the Proposed Alteration.

6. SPM Action Stat Code (AR_SPM_ACTION_STAT_CODE) must have a value of A or R or D.

7. An alteration type (ALT_TYPE) is required when the AR_SPM_ACTION_STAT_CODE is ‘A’.

8. The SHIPALT Cancelation Indicator Code (ICANC) must be ‘0’ when the SPM approves a proposed alteration.

9. The following data elements are mandatory and must be completed when creating a new Proposed Alteration.  Data element names indicated with an '*' will initially contain system generated default information.  The updater is required to verify the accuracy.

4.5.3 ACTING ON A PROPOSED ALT

1) The data in this field is driven by changes in the BOME sub-module or the Program Module.

2) For Title D, E, and F Alts changes can be made.

10. ALT_STAT_CODE (Alteration Status Code)

a. Only a SPM can mark an Alteration complete.

b. Automatically changes to 'B' for Title K and P Ship Alts when that Alt is Programmed.

c. Title K and P Ship Alts are restricted with regard to changes.

1) Valid values are:

a) 'A' - Applicable not authorized

b) 'B' - Applicable and authorized

Note:  'B' can only be entered via a Program Module interface when the Alteration has been budgeted/programmed.

c) 'C' - Completed

d) 'E' - Intent equivalent accomplished

e) 'N' - Not applicable to ship

f) 'R' - Reported Complete (ILS not verified) 

2) If the original value is 'A', then the new value can only be changed to 'C', 'E', 'N' or 'R'.

3) If the original value is 'B', then the new value can only be changed to 'C', 'E' or 'R'.

4) If the original value is 'N', then the new value can only be changed to 'A', 'C', 'E' or 'R'.

5) If the original value is 'C', 'E', or 'R', and the AVL_FY data field is blank, then the new value can only be change to 'A' or 'N'

6) If the original value is 'C', 'E', or 'R', and the AVL_FY data field contains an entry, then the new value can only be change to 'B'.

7) If the date in the AVL_FY data field is greater than the current FY, then the status can not be change to 'C', 'E' or 'R'.'

11. ar_SPM_Action_Stat_Code (Alteration Request SPM Action Status Code)

a. Must have a value of 'A' (approved), 'R' (reviewed) or 'D' (disapproved).
b. If the code is 'A' then:

1) The ALT_TYPE data field must be completed.

2) The ICANC data field must be 0.

c. If the code is 'D' then:

1) The ICANC data field must be 5.

2) The DISAPP_REASON data field must be completed.

12. CAT_CODE (Alteration Category Code)
a. Cannot be '1' if both the SAFETY_ALT_FLAG and the MANDAT_ALT_FLAG are 'N'.

b. Must be '1' if the MANDAT ALT FLAG is 'Y'.

c. Can be 1 or 2 if the SAFETY ALT FLAG is Y and the MANDAT ALT FLAG is N.

13. COST_AIT (Cost, Alteration Installation Team) for a Ship

a. This data field can not be updated if the entry in BUD_PHS_AVL (Budget Phase Availability) data field for title 'K' or 'P' Ship Alts is missing the letter 'A'.

14. IBOM (Bill of Material Indicator Code)

a. Before changing the IBOM to 8, there must be no material on the active ships.

b. Changing the IBOM for the Generic Alteration will automatically spread to the IBOM data field for all ships that have been made applicable to the Alteration.

15. ICANC (SHIPALT Cancellation Indicator Code) for the Generic Alteration

a. For Title D and F Alts, the PRI_LANT (Priority Atlantic Fleet) and the PRI_PAC (Priority Pacific Fleet) data fields must match prior to changing the ICANC.

16. ICANC (SHIPALT Cancellation Indicator Code) for the Ship

a. Should be greater than zero when the ALT_STAT_CODE is 'N'.

b. Should be zero when the ALT_STAT_CODE is 'A' or 'B'.

17. IM (Incidental Material cost) for a Ship

b. This data field can not be updated if the entry in BUD_PHS_AVL (Budget Phase Availability) data field for title 'K' or 'P' Ship Alts is missing the letter 'A'.

19. INS_MD_INDL (Installation mandays Industrial) ) for a Ship

c. The value in this data field must be greater than '0'.

d. This data field can not be updated if the entry in BUD_PHS_AVL (Budget Phase Availability) data field for title 'K' or 'P' Ship Alts is missing the letter 'A'.

20. MANDAT_ALT_FLAG (Mandated Alteration Flag)

b.  If the flag is 'Y' then the CAT CODE must have a value of '1' and the MANDAT_ACTY field must contain an entry identifying the activity.

21. MIL_TECH_IND (Military Technical Indicator)
b.  Must be either a 'M' or 'T'
22. PLN_MD_AIT (Planning mandays Alteration Installation Team) ) for a Ship

b. This data field can not be updated if the entry in BUD_PHS_AVL (Budget Phase Availability) data field for title 'K' or 'P' Ship Alts is missing the letter 'A'.

23. PLN_MD_INDL (Planning mandays Industrial) ) for a Ship

b. This data field can not be updated if the entry in BUD_PHS_AVL (Budget Phase Availability) data field for title 'K' or 'P' Ship Alts is missing the letter 'A'.

24. SAFETY_ALT_FLAG  (Safety Alteration Flag)

c. If the flag is 'Y' then both the SAFETY_PROB_CODE and the SAFETY_SEV_CODE field must contain a value.

d. If the flag is 'Y' and the MANDAT_ALT_FLAG is 'N', then the CAT_CODE must be 1 or 2.

25. SAFETY_PROB_CODE (Safety Probability Code)
b.  If the data field contains an entry then the SAFETY SEV CODE data field must also contain an entry.
26. SAFETY_SEV_CODE (Safety Severity Code)
b.  If the data field contains an entry then the SAFETY_PROB_CODE data field must also contain an entry.
27. SAFETY_RISK_CODE
b. This is a system generated code based on the entries contained in the SAFETY_PROB_CODE and SAFETY_SEV_CODE data fields.
28. SCDS_IMPACT_DESC (Ship's Critical Distributive System Impact Flag)

b. If the flag is 'Y' then the SCDS_IMPACT_DESC data field must be completed.

29. SID_STAT_CODE (SHIPALT Installation Drawing Status Code)

c. If the data field is blank or contains a 'N', then the SID STAT DATE must be blank as well.
