1.0 Introduction

The Logistics module is the portion of FMPMIS that tracks and maintains logistical data for modernizing ships in the Navy. By tracking this information, FMPMIS facilitates the timely arrival of the engineering information, materials, equipment and management support required to perform modernizations.

This information includes alteration information, automated tracking of materials usage and requirements down to individual nuts and bolts, alterations completed and pending and detailed shipyard scheduling.

Fleet Modernization Program managers get information for logistics management from the Reports submodule in the Logistics module of FMPMIS. They keep the logistics data in the FMPMIS database current using the Update programs.
